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Kupferberg Sparkling Wine Producer

The Kupferberg wine cellar — a specialist producer of
sparkling wine — is located in a green oasis in Kupferberg
Park, right in the centre of Mainz. The interior of the wine
cellar contains an impressive array of beautiful columns,
the world’s largest collection of champagne glasses and
historic winemaking facilities. The magnificently decorated
casks, in which the sparkling wine is aged, are stored in
sixty different cellars — most of which originate from
mediaeval times — spread out across seven floors. A
museum at the wine cellar contains fascinating artefacts
from Roman times such as jugs and drinking bowils.
